


VILLAGE OF JUSTICE 
Refuse and Recycling Guide 

 
The Village of Justice, in cooperation with 
DisposAll Waste Services, is pleased to 
provide this reference guide for the 
Village’s solid waste and recycling 
program. This guide is designed to provide 
you with a summary of the program.  
Please contact the Village or DisposAll 
Waste Services if you have any questions. 
 
GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
Yard waste is collected throughout the 
entire Village on Monday of each week.  
Refuse and recycling are collected 
Tuesday through Friday in four (4) different 
sections of the Village. A map depicting 
collection days appears on the reverse 
side of this brochure. 
 
Service may be affected by the following 
holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, and 
Christmas Day. When holidays fall on a 
weekday, collection day will be delayed 
until the following day. 
 
Please have all containers at the curb 
before the morning of collection. Collection 
hours are 7:00am to 6:00pm.   
 
A senior citizens discount is available for 
owner-occupants over the age of sixty-two.  
Please send the Village a copy of your 
drivers license and real estate tax bill to 
establish eligibility.   Seniors who would 
like a smaller container for refuse should 
contact the Village Hall.   
 
RECYCLING 
 
Recycling should be placed in the blue 65 
gallon cart provided by the Village. If the 
container is not full every week, put it out 
every other week. Recyclable materials 
generally include: paper, cardboard, steel 

cans, aluminum cans, newspaper and 
glass.

HOUSEHOLD REFUSE 
 
Household refuse should be placed in 95 
gallon wheeled carts provided by the 
Village.  The cart for household refuse is 
green.  If you require an additional cart, the 
Village will provide one or more additional 
carts for a nominal monthly charge.   
 
Household refuse does not include 
construction and demolition waste, 
including waste generated in the course of 
home improvement projects.  
Arrangements should be made to collect 
construction waste by contacting DisposAll 
before your scheduled pick-up day.  There 
is an additional charge for this service.  
Large dumpsters are also available. 
 
LARGE HOUSEHOLD ITEMS 
 
The following items will be collected at the 
curb for an additional charge by contacting 
DisposAll before collection day: 
 

• Bulk items including: sofas, tables, 
box springs, mattresses, book 
cases and other furniture. 

 
• Carpet cut into four-foot lengths 

and securely bound with tape, rope 
or twine.  Rolls must not be more 
that two feet in diameter. 

 
• Appliances including: refrigerators, 

freezers, dehumidifiers, furnaces, 
stoves, ranges and ovens. 

 
 
 

YARD WASTE COLLECTION 
 
Yard waste may include grass clippings, 
branches and other “green waste”.  
Please make sure material is free of dirt. 
 
Do not mix yard waste with refuse or 
recycling.  Each is collected separately and 
transported to a different processing or 
disposal facility.   
 
SCHEDULE 
 
As noted above, yard waste is collected 
throughout the entire Village on Monday.  
Yard waste is collected from the first full 
week of April through November 30th. 
 
CONTAINERS 
 
Grass clippings may be placed in 35 gallon 
garbage cans or brown kraft paper bags.  
In order to avoid worker injuries, containers 
may not exceed 50lbs. 
  
BRUSH 
 
Brush must be bundled with natural rope or 
twine.  Please do not use metal or plastic 
binding.   
 
Bundle must be no more that four feet in 
length and 18 inches in diameter.  
Individual branches may not be more than 
four inches in diameter.  The weight of 
bundles may not exceed 50lbs.  
 
The Village’s Public Works Department will 
also continue its current branch and tree 
chipping program. 
 
CHRISTMAS TREE COLLECTION 
 
Christmas trees will be collected at no 
charge during the first two weeks of 
January.  Please remove all 
ornamentation, lights, tinsel and garlands  
before placing your tree at the curb.
