Trustee Gabrys reported that Chipping is ongoing. We are cleaning up from the
storms since there were considerable branches down and some utility lines were
also affected.

Although there was considerable clean up from the storms, we were pleased to
note that recent drainage projects were quite successful in safekeeping the homes
of those in areas that used to incur flood damage. We had a very few homes that
had water in basements due to malfunctioning sump pumps or such.

Of the five vehicles that were declared surplus in Public Works, three have been
sold. We are still seeking bids on the other two.

Trustee Gabrys is working with the Police Department to create ID Badges for
Public Works employees to better identify them to the public when they’re
working.

We are looking into purchasing of T-shirts for PW employees and to buying out
the uniform contract so our employees might keep the uniforms that they were
issued.



Public Works has been performing routine maintenance on squad cars to lessen
the cost for these services.

The Mayor thanked Marty Vilimek and members of the Bridgeview/Justice EMA
for their help during the recent storms.

Collections were $8750.00 in donations from local political organization and
businesses. Inclusive of the auto show receipts and vendor fees as well as beer
tent collections, we took in $17,715.85, for a net gain of $4,988.94. Some
residual expenses my still be posted but all in all the Fest was a remarkable
success in view of the weather.

NEW BUSINESS:

Plans are underway for a Town Hall Meeting to be held on September 27, 2007 at
7:30 pm. at the Lipinski Community Center. We will be publicizing the meeting
in order to give the residents every opportunity to come out and address their
concerns with the Mayor and the Village Board. We will also address future
plans and the vision for our community.
