Trustee Gabrys reported that at the last committee meeting a number of issues
were addressed. Discussion occurred regarding whether Public Works should rod



sewer laterals on private property. Often, a resident will contact Public Works
when a sewer problem occurs and if the problem is in the main it is cleared by our
crew. When the problem is a result of a clog in the resident’s lateral, a plumber
must be hired to address the problem. We are on site and have the proper
equipment to clear the lateral but are not authorized or do not have a fee schedule
in place to tie up the crew on personal property. It was suggested that we work
with the Village attorney to provide a hold harmless agreement and prepare a rate
schedule so that we may charge a fee and fix the problem, avoiding a larger fee
and further inconvenience to the homeowner.

Two of the pieces of surplus equipment that were advertised for sale have been
sold, a John Deere tractor that sold for full price and the 1991 Ford, Ranger.

The drainage project between Blazer and Banks will be complete once the final
grading is finished and the area is seeded.

Two sink holes were reported and will be repaired as soon as the schedule allows.
Neither is in the right of way.

BUILDING, PLATS AND ZONING — Trustee Jeff Kranig

Trustee Jeff Kranig commended Building Commissioner Jim Barg, Chief of
Police Tom Bockmann, Asst. Building Commissioner Jim Lurquin and members
of the Bridgeview Justice EMA for the efficient manner in which they handled the
recent fire at Sunset Lakes Apartment Complex.

Pond grading has been completed and all permits are in place for the Covington
Development at 74™ St. between Cork Ave. and 86™ Ave. The residential
townhouse construction is ready to begin. Trustee Kranig will host an
informational meeting with the adjacent homeowners and the developer in the
next few weeks.

Plans are complete and the funding is in place for the long awaited lighting
project from Cork to 76™ Place to Oak Grove and across the front of the Village
Hall on Archer. There will be 23 nostalgic streetlights in all, with provisions for
numerous joint boxes to provide access to electric when needed. By November
1** the project will be underway. There is absolutely no expected cost to the
taxpayers as the grant will fully fund this project and in fact, will leave enough



funds to pay a substantial amount of the Village’s matching share of the 88™ Ave.
lighting that was recently installed.

Mayor Wasowicz stated that he had received a couple of proposals but that
District was offering a franchise fee and a substantially higher per vehicle fee than
any we received. He also supports bringing our towing business back home to a
business in Justice.
