Trustee Gabrys reported that Public Works Director Phil DePaola has been in
contact with the Illinois Municipal League magazine to advertise those pieces of
equipment that were declared surplus in order to be sold.

The add may run at no charge to the Village and for just $30.00 per piece of
equipment, we can benefit from an online feature that will reach even more
potential buyers.

All supervisory personnel in Public Works have certified in the 1S100, IS200,
IS700 and IS800 series of tests for NIMS. They now need to proceed with the
IS300 and IS400 certifications. Phil is investigating potential training classes for
the more detailed certifications.

Also, the new board members must become NIMS certified. We will be checking
with Marty Vilimek to arrange for the new trustees to obtain instructions for
online training and testing.

The drainage work between Blazer and Banks continues. Chipping, as usual, is
ongoing.

We have an Argo H.S. student performing 100 hours of community service
donating time to our grass cutting crew. We are pleased to be the recipient of his
community service hours.

Plans have commenced for a Car Show and Ethnic Fest to occur later this
summer. Electrical power for this event is being spearheaded by Phil with
representatives of ComEd. The old power console that was utilized in the past
has been neglected and will need repair or replacement.

Phil has asked for an opportunity to discuss the details of his possible retirement
at a closed session committee meeting that will be scheduled later in the meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Mr. Ed Shilka, 7136 S. 87™ Ave. asked about the protocol to negotiate permit
fees.

Mayor Wasowicz replied that it was not customary to negotiate fees. He added
that he is willing to speak to senior citizens or those on fixed incomes if a
hardship exists. It would take the agreement of both the Building Dept. Trustee
and the Building Commissioner to reduce fees.

Recently a permit fee was reduced when the residential rate was applied to an

- asphalt permit for a small townhouse association rather than the commercial rate.

The code is being amended to reflect the same. At the commercial rate the fee
would have been in excess of $1,600.00 just for the permit.

Ms. Barbara Holden of 7433 Figura Drive asked at what age are residents
classified as senior citizens.

For the purpose of senior discounts on vehicle tags and sewer and garbage
services, the age of a senior is 62 years old by July 1 of the current year.

Mr. Scott Fournier of 8008 S. 85™ Ave. and a number of the surrounding
neighbors were in attendance to issue complaints about a neighbor’s vicious dog.
Mr. Fournier acted as spokesperson on behalf of himself and the neighbors in the
audience. The resident at 8015 has a vicious dog. She has been cited by the
police at least six times for the animal running at large, biting or other offenses.
Recently the dog killed a pet cat. The surrounding residents fear for the safety of
their children and their pets.

Attorney Sara Gadola stated that we are looking at updating our code to allow
better control of domestic animals. Please document any and all incidents and
call the police whenever the dog gets loose.

Chief Bockmann contacted Animal Control several times and finally, when they
did visit the dog-owner. A child stated that the parent was not home, and no
return visit ever occurred.

Chief Bockmann promised an increased police presence in the area and Mayor
Wasowicz charged the attorney with tightening our code to deal with the
offending animal.

Mr. George Gaskin of 7106 S. 86™ Ave. commented about the number of people
who violate leash laws at the Lipinski Center pond road.
