PRESENTATION:

Mr. Richard K. Burton of Lennar Homes introduced a potential plan for
discussion that would add townhouses to the TIF #2 park site while providing the
necessary funds to improve a smaller, passive park for the use of our residents.
Mr. Burton explained that Concord was purchased by Lennar and that Lennar is
the premier builder in the State of Illinois with more than 50,000 homes having
been built in the Chicago area alone.

Trustee Gabrys explained that this Line of Credit would cover the costs associated
with the projects at the Thomas Street Pond, the 88" Ave. Street-Lighting Project

and the Archer Ave. Sidewalk Project until the grant reimbursements are
processed and paid to the Village of Justice by the appropriate agencies. At that
time, the Line of Credit will be retired.

Trustees Maruszak, Berkowicz, Bartoszek, Jurgel, Gabrys and President Sparr,
aye. All ayes. Motion passed.

Public Works director Phil DePaola reported to Trustee Gabrys that he has crews
out working on cold-patching of potholes. Hot patch will be available from the
asphalt plants sometime in April.

Phil continues to work on the joint purchase with Bridgeview of a camera to
televise sewer lines. He will be providing options and pricing at an upcoming
committee meeting.

Our attorney will review a sample agreement for the Public Works Mutual Aid
program that is supported by the Southwest Conference of Mayors. We may have
legislation regarding such a program already on our books.

Regarding the Cal Sag Watershed Project, essentially most of our storm water
drains to the 71% St. Ditch as does the water from a number of other communities.
We need funding to improve the efficiency of the ditch. Our neighboring
communities that share the benefits also share in the request for grant funds
through the MWRD to make the much needed improvements. At this point, we
need our engineer to provide calculations for review.

Phil continues to work on pricing for the rebuilding of our jet rodder. We intend
to install a new tank, purchase a small trailer to transport and rebuild the engine to
get additional life out of our existing jet-rodder. It is around 16 years old.

We are looking to add a plow blade to the Public Works Expedition that Phil
drives, just to better utilize our equipment.

Phil and one additional employee will attend a training class for new surface
water drainage techniques. We had originally looked at a class in SanDiego but
Phil was able to find similar training here in Hlinois.

PUBLIC SAFETY — Trustee Jurgel

Trustee Jurgel reported on the recent presentation by RedFlex, a system for
clectronically monitoring red lights. The system operates at no cost to the
municipality and provides red light compliance by the use of cameras. The
system, recently incorporated in Chicago, provided a 40% reduction in violations.
