Trustee Rusch commented that the kids at Wilkins are very excited about the toy
drive. It is great to see children pitching in and becoming so involved in a
charitable endeavor.

Trustee Rusch continues to work with Chief Gedville on a final draft of the “Cash
for Gold” legislation.



He is also working on preparing revisions to the village code to update an
outdated code. He will be working with all department heads early in the New
Year to complete this project for passage and codification, hopefully by the end of
the first quarter.

Attorney Castellino mentioned that he has received a list of five potential
arbitrators for the MAP 60 Collective Bargaining Agreement arbitration. He will
keep the board informed when an arbitrator has been agreed upon and potential
dates for arbitration are offered.

The new
water-line has been installed and the street reconstructed. The reconstruction will
now commence and should be finished soon.

Superintendent, Blair Nuccio of School District 109 to discuss their plans to
create an annual Resurrection Run a 5K run to attract professional as well as
amateur runners to our community on an annual basis. They asked for our
assistance to engage the cemetery in such a proposal. It would attract
considerable positive attention to the community. Mayor Wasowicz spoke to Mr.
Roman Sobielski of Catholic Cemeteries and he is interested in discussing such a
proposal
